The creation of
the Institute of Archaeology within the University of Algiers
was promulgated by decree No. 84/209 dated 18/08/1984,
granting this institution autonomy in management and
training. Since 2009, the Institute of Archaeology has been
attached to the University of Algiers.

Training objectives:

The institute offers special training in the various fields of
archaeology. This training includes different theoretical and
practical aspects. The training aims to instill in students the
knowledge and methodologies of archaeological research,
particularly those related to fieldwork (prospecting,
excavations, restoration work).

TRAINING

1- GRADUATE TRAINING:

Bachelor's degree program: In the new LMD
system, the bachelor's degree in archaeology is
prepared over three years. The main focus of the
courses is the acquisition of a solid general
knowledge in local, regional, and universal
archaeology. The program is also intended to be
sufficiently interdisciplinary in its tools and
options. After a year of core curriculum,
students are required to specialize according to
their choice among the four options offered.
After three years of study and the preparation of
a final dissertation, students obtain their
bachelor's degree and can progress to the
master's degree.

MASTER'S TRAINING:

The holder of a bachelor's degree in archaeology
can apply for the competitive examination to join
the master's cycle in his or her bachelor's
specialty based on the study of the files. The
training lasts two years (Master's and Master's
2) and ends with the award of a master's degree

REGISTRATION PROCEDURES:

2- POST-GRADUATE TRAINING:

Obtaining a Master's degree in Archaeology
offers students the opportunity to apply for
postgraduate studies to prepare for a Doctorate
degree. Access is subject to a competitive
examination depending on the training courses
offered each year.

Bachelor's degree holders can complete the
preliminary registration process online. It is
necessary to complete the application form
according to the ministerial circular setting out
the registration requirements for each specialty.
